COMMUNITY GROUP HOMEW ORK

In your own words, how would you describe Jesus' mission?

Most people would answer along the lines of “to save sinners” as His primary goal.
Though that is one of His main objectives, there is a specific motivation behind
that objective. Read John 17.1-5. What is His main motivation?

Consider this quote by John Piper: “Missions is not the ultimate goal of the
church. Worship is. Missions exists because worship doesn't. Worship is ultimate,
not missions, because God is ultimate, not man. When this age is over, and the
countless millions of the redeemed fall on their faces before the throne of God,
missions will be no more. It is a temporary necessity. But worship abides forever.”

Why is it important that we keep the glorification and worship of God as our main
goal? How then, does evangelism fit in with that?

When it comes to defining my life mission, | have a “first things first” outlook. 1 first
ask “what,” and then | ask *how.” For all of us believers, we all have the same
‘what,” and that is “to glorify and worship Jesus with all we are and in all we do.”
But "how” each of us do that is different. Write down all the ways that God has
given you that are “hows” when it comes to ways you can bring Him glory and
worship. It could be your roles (mom, dad, employee), talents, gifts, etc.

Read John 20.19-22. The disciples were cowering and afraid when Jesus found
them. He didn't judge them, but gave them peace. Of the list that you wrote
down, which of those are more or less “locked away” like the disciples, not being
used for God'’s glory or as a means to worship Him?

Just as the disciples with Jesus, don’t feel judged or condemned if many were not
being used for Him; but the question is, do you want them to be? Are you willing
to learn and grow and be equipped in them so that you can’t be sent into your
world to bring glory and worship to Jesus? What is stopping you, and what can
be your action plan to pursue Him in this?

Tell someone what your action plan is, and ask them to ask you about it from time
to time. Whatever is holding you back from experiencing a life filled with God'’s
glory, get rid of it. It's time for more. It's time for better. It's time for worship.
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
