SAVED TO THE END AND BEYOND

Matthew 24.1-39

EVIL WILL INCREASE

Jesus describes the beginning of the end. He calls it “birth pains.” In natural
birth, there is always pain that comes before life and great joy. Before He returns
and ushers in a future with no tears, there first will be tears. The days will
become more and more evil and deceptive.

We don’t need strength in ourselves to save ourselves.
We need to be saved from ourselves.

SURVIVAL OF THE FITTEST

When Chirist returns, will He find faith on the earth? The times are changing
quickly. When He returns, will we look more like Christ, or more like the world?

When Jesus says, “those who endure to the end will be saved,” is this a question
of “survival of the fittest?” Is He saying that those that hunker down and get
through life with a passing grade are the ones who will be saved? The answer is
a resounding “yes!” But it is also a resounding "no!”

but on the ground of intensity of the blood of the Lamb.

Truly, only the righteous (the “fittest”) will inherit the Kingdom of Heaven. And
fruly, “there is none who is righteous, no, not one.” Except for one Man, the
Fittest: Jesus Christ, God's perfect Son. He is the One who “survived” and
conquered. And through His blood, we can be “crucified with Christ,” so that
now we can say “it is no longer | who live, but Christ who lives in me.” We now
become one with Him. We become “the body of the Fittest.” We are now more
than conquerors through Christ.  We will endure to the end and be saved
because Christ endured to the end, and we are in Him.

Read
Matthew 26:27-29, Revelation 7:9-14, 1 John 2:18-27, 1 Thessalonians 5:1-11,
and Revelation 21:5-8.

Read Matthew 28:18-20. How does the message on Sunday or your review of
these Scriptures impact how you view the urgency of the "Great Commission"?

Take some fime this week o think about how your assurance in Christ impacts
how you view the "end times," and as a result, the perspective you have toward
hardships in your life and your ministry. Using the P.R.A.Y. model, ask the Lord to
give you perspective, to remind you that you have His saving grace for you, and
how you can be used fo glorify Him in the world.
